GUIDELINES FOR THE PARTICIPANTS
The essay competition is meant for students of Secondary and Higher Secondary Stages from
schools
under CBSE, KVS, NVS, NIOS and All School boards/SCERTSs at the State/UT Level.

Word Limits of Essay for each theme

For the Secondary Stage (Class IX & X) the essay should be within 500* word limits

For the Higher Secondary Stage (Class XI &XIl) the essay should be within 800* word limits
*The essay should not exceed word limit. This would lead to disqualification

Mode of submission

The participant should submit the write-up in PDF file format only.
Visit the website www.MyGov.in to submit the essay.

Write-up text should be submitted in readable Font of Hindi/English.
Font size should be 12 for English and 14 for Hindi.
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
